Immoral physician-assisted suicide in NY – The Bishops speak directly to the current situation: “Like a 
number of other states before it, New York has legalized physician-assisted suicide. Our Church warns us in 
no uncertain terms that this practice is objectively immoral and must be avoided, despite the false veil of 
compassion with which it is sold. Often proponents refer to the practice as “death with dignity.” However, in 
response to this, it must be strongly reiterated that suffering does not cause the sick to lose their dignity, 
which is intrinsically and inalienably their own. Instead, suffering can become an opportunity to strengthen 
the bonds of mutual belonging and gain greater awareness of the precious value of each person to the whole 
human family.” Let us pray, especially for the sick and vulnerable, to accept their cross and for palliative 
care to ease their suffering. May all their families and friends be there to assist them and may they receive 
the Anointing of the Sick.
