First Reading: Acts 2:42-47  
 
In the early days of the Church in Jerusalem, the faithful lis-
tened intently to the teachings of the apostles. They lived a 
communal life, sharing all property in common and praying 
and taking their meals together.

In this first letter from Peter, he speaks to the Christians with 
great joy and confidence, reminding them that through 
Christ’s resurrection, they have been given a new birth and 
are heirs to the kingdom of heaven.
