Something from the Pastor

With the crowning of Mary last week, we know that May has come, a month dedicated to our
Lady.

Interestingly, for many in society, May is becommg associated more with Star Wars than with
our Lady Many are familiar with “May the 4™ be with you” a play on “the force be with
you” (in fact there are many things associated with May and the franchise). Do not miss un-
derstand me, I am a fan of the series (only 5 when it all started), but it begs the question:
“Where is our society going?”’

May has been dedicated to our Lady for centuries. Many hold that the month is named after
a Greek goddess, Maia, whom the Romans called Maius, associated with plant growth, which
usually begins with spring. It was only fitting that such a month be dedicated to Mary, whose
praises Saint Elizabeth sings, as she cries out “blessed is the fruit of your womb!” (Luke
1:42).

The fruit of Mary’s womb is Jesus, the source of new life. That Jesus is the fruit of Mary’s
womb, shows Mary’s association with the work of Jesus, the bringer of new life. This is
seen by the reaction of Saints Elizabeth and John the Baptist. Mary’s greeting brought down
the Spirit upon them; John leapt; Elizabeth prophesied. Mary’s presence helps others to be-
come fruitful in the Spirit.

Where is our society going? How many are trying to find answers to the questions/
perplexities/difficulties of life in science, politics and even sci-fi? They are looking for an-
swers that will make their lives fruitful and truly flourishing. If we are not attentive, we too
can fall into that same soil that chokes and kills the Word, rather than producing fruits 30, 60,
100-fold (cf. Mark 4:8).

Let us turn again to Mary during this month of May. Make the month hers by praying the ro-
sary or at least the Hail Mary often during the day. Draw close to her, so that you too might
be filled with the Spirit become fruitful, bearing the life of Jesus and bringing about the birth
of Christ in others.
