z dzisiejszej Ewangelii uderza nas swoją 
brutalną szczerością. Oto stojący pod 
krzyżem lud – ci sami, którzy wcześniej 
biegli za Jezusem, wychwalali Go za znaki 
i cuda, ci sami, którzy słuchali Jego słowa 
z zapartym tchem – teraz milczą. 
Sparaliżowani. Bierni. Bez wiary. 
Trwający w grzechu. Niegdyś wołali z 
entuzjazmem, teraz nie mają odwagi 
nawet otworzyć ust. Ich bierność kłuje w oczy, zwłaszcza gdy 
przypomnimy sobie, jak bardzo byli aktywni podczas procesu 
Jezusa, kiedy z łatwością krzyczeli: „Ukrzyżuj Go!”.

Dlatego arcykapłani protestują – bo zbyt wiele w tym 
szyderstwie prawdy. Św. Łukasz pokazuje, że to nie jest chwila 
upadku, lecz moment intronizacji: Chrystus króluje z krzyża. 

W tej dramatycznej scenie jest jednak ktoś jeszcze – 
Dobry Łotr. Jedyne światło pośród mroku. Jedyny, który widzi w 
Jezusie nie przegranego skazańca, ale Króla. Jak zagubiona 
owca, jak odnaleziony pieniążek, jak syn marnotrawny – uznaje 
swoją winę i wraca. Jego szeptana prośba: „Wspomnij na 
mnie…” staje się wołaniem całej ludzkości. A Jezus – Król 
miłosierdzia – odpowiada natychmiast. Bez wahania. Bez 
warunków. Krwią swojej ofiary otwiera temu grzesznikowi 
bramę nieba. 

Dzisiaj, w tej Ewangelii, widzimy prawdę o nas – o 
naszej bierności, o naszych krzykach, o naszym lęku i grzechu. 
Ale widzimy też prawdę o Chrystusie: Królu, który nie odrzuca 
skruszonych; Zbawicielu, który nie zwleka; Bogu, który 
przebacza „dziś”.

33º Domingo - Solenidade de Nosso Senhor Jesus Cristo, Rei do Universo - Ano C  

A “Festa de Cristo Rei” foi instituída pelo Papa Pio XI, a 11 de dezembro de 1925, através da Carta Encíclica 
“Quas Primas”. Ao instituir esta festa, Pio XI quis propor ao mundo – saído há pouco da tragédia da I Guerra 
Mundial e mergulhado ainda em contradições que pareciam insanáveis – o regresso a Cristo, o reconhecimen-
to da soberania de Cristo sobre a História e sobre a vida dos homens, o reencontro da humanidade com os va-
lores cristãos e com a paz que só Cristo pode dar. Celebrada inicialmente no último domingo de outubro, esta 
festa acabou mais tarde por fixar-se no último domingo do ano litúrgico.

O que significa reinar no sentido cristao? 

 No sentido cristão, "reinar" significa governar com au-

toridade e propósito na vida e, para alguns, na eternidade, atrav-

és da fé em Cristo. Isso pode se referir a viver plenamente a 

identidade em Cristo, ter um papel de liderança e servir ao próxi-

mo, ou a compartilhar a realeza com Cristo após a morte. É um 

conceito que une serviço, liderança e poder divino, refletindo a 

busca por um propósito maior e a conexão com o reino de Deus.   

 Reinar em Vida:  

• Viver na plenitude de Cristo: Significa viver com ou-

sadia e propósito, aproveitando ao máximo a identidade 

que se tem em Cristo. 

• Superar o poder da morte: Assim como a morte rein-

ou pelo pecado, os cristãos que recebem a graça e o dom 

da justiça de Cristo podem "reinar em vida" através Dele, 

conforme mencionado em Romanos 5:17. 

 Servir aos outros: A realeza de Cristo é exemplifi-

cada em sua humildade e serviço, e os cristãos são cha-

mados a seguir esse exemplo, servindo aos outros e de-

fendendo os fracos.  

A Solenidade de Nosso Senhor Jesus Cristo Rei do 

Universo é celebrada por duas razões principais:  

1. Contexto Histórico (1925): A festa foi instituída 

pelo Papa Pio XI em 1925 através da encícli-

ca Quas Primas, em um período de crescente 

secularismo e laicismo. O objetivo era contrapor

-se às ideologias que tentavam afastar os valo-

res cristãos da sociedade e afirmar publicamen-

te a soberania de Cristo sobre todas as nações e 

governos... 

2.  Significado Teológico e Litúrgico: A solenidade 

marca o encerramento do Ano Litúrgico da Igre-

ja Católica. Ela convida os fiéis a reconhecerem 

Jesus Cristo como o Senhor da história, origem e 

realização de todas as coisas, cujo Reino é de 

verdade, justiça, paz e amor e jamais será de-

struído.  

Em essência, a celebração recorda aos fiéis que, in-

dependentemente das leis ou ideologias humanas, 

ninguém nem nenhuma lei está acima de Deus, e 

que Cristo é o centro e o Senhor do universo.
