FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK 
Dear Parishioners, 

In today’s Gospel, our Lord 
relates the parable in which he 
contrasts a self-serving, proud 
Pharisee with a humble, 
repentant tax collector.  The 
observant  Pharisee took a 
prominent place in the Temple 
and prayed with the focus not on 

God but on himself with a litany of self-praise.  
The tax collector, despised by the people, stood at 
a distance in the Temple, not even raising his 
eyes.  He arrived at the Temple to acknowledge 
his sin, his brokenness, and need for God.    
 

Reflecting on this scene, Pope Benedict XVI 
observed:  “We modern narcissists would do well 
to imitate the tax collector: Be aware that we are 
sinners but focus on God’s love and mercy which 
is infinitely greater than our sin.”  St. Therese of 
Lisieux, the “Little Flower” expresses it this way:  
“The very moment God sees us fully convinced 
of our nothingness, he reaches out his hand to 
us.”    
 

It is a scene that helps us understand and 
appreciate how God reaches out his hand to raise 
us up when we come to the Sacrament of 
Penance, the Sacrament of Reconciliation.  It is 
precisely in that experience that we realize that 
“God’s love and mercy…is infinitely greater than 
our sin.”
