1st Reading/1ª Lectura: Deuteronomy/ Deuteronomio 4:1-2, 6-8 
Moses tells the people to always observe the statutes God has given them, 

without adding or subtracting from these laws. He reminds them that the law is just, 
and that any nation who heard their statutes would consider them a wise nation.

ancestor’s traditions. Jesus responds that nothing from the outside can make a 
person impure. The only true evil, acts such as fornication, murder, and greed 
among others, come from within and make a person impure.
