Our RE program is designed so that each 
year builds on the previous. When a child is 
preparing for a Sacrament in second or  
eighth grade, he or she needs to have  
attended (or prepared elsewhere) the  
previous year. If a child hasn’t attended RE 
since First Holy Communion and wishes to 
make Confirmation, we expect the child to 
take an additional year before beginning the 
two years needed to prepare for  
Confirmation.  
 
Now that SKD has opened our church doors, 
we are blessed to have more homeschooling 
families than ever. For all you parents who 
are tackling the formal education of your 
children at home, I salute you. I don’t wish 
to add an extra burden to your already full 
plate. Nevertheless, I want to know who you 
are. I’m responsible for the ministry of the 
Sacraments and am obliged to prepare souls 
well for their reception. When it is a  
sacramental year for your children 
(normally second and eighth grade), please, 
register your children with our program. 
Our DRE will keep me informed about your 
progress and she will keep you abreast of  
required activities outside of class that the 
children will be participating in.
