A Note from the Pastor
Dear Parishioners,

Ten days ago, the welcome ceremonies for Archbishop Hicks began and
the liturgies were beautiful. Our new shepherd is off to a wonderful start and
we keep him in our prayers for the daunting work that lies ahead. We also
keep Cardinal Dolan in our hearts and prayers. Those days were bittersweet
for him. He would like to have remained as archbishop for some time longer
but he seems happy that the archdiocese is in good hands moving forward.

In the past week, we had the Memorial of Our Lady of Lourdes, which
is also the World Day of the Sick. Together with the Memorial of St. Blaise,
we have had several opportunities to turn to the Lord for protection from
sickness and disease and to call upon the saints, including our Blessed
Mother, for intercession.
