A Note from the Pastor 
Dear Parishioners, 
 I have some breaking news with which to begin these Notes. 
Archbishop Hicks has assigned Fr. John Ippolito, one of the two new 
priests ordained on May 23rd for the Archdiocese of New York, to our 
parish. I do not know what other news may break in the coming days but 
for the moment, I can say that I am very happy that, once again, our 
parish will be blessed to welcome a newly ordained priest for his first   
full-time assignment. Fr. John should be here by the middle of June.  Stay 
tuned for more news to come. 
 On another note, you may have heard that Pope Leo XIV has 
released the First Encyclical Letter of his pontificate.  The title of this 
important letter is Magnifica Humanitas (Magnificent Humanity) - on 
Safeguarding the Human Person in the time of Artificial Intelligence. I 
have only been able to read a few commentaries on the letter since it is 
42,300 words in length.  This teaching letter promises to be a significant 
contribution to the understanding of and dealing with A.I. in our world 
and in our lives.  There is no question that A.I. is powerful and appearing 
practically everywhere. (For example, if you look up anything on a 
computer or a search tool, Artificial Intelligence [almost] always has a 
part in the results.) Not since Pope Leo XIII published his Encyclical 
Letter Rerum Novarum (New Things) in 1891 has a papal letter been 
issued with such great fanfare and promise to assist the Church and the 
World to understand a social phenomenon. As always with papal 
teachings on social topics, there is a spiritual aspect to a social reality, 
and in the case of this new encyclical, it is quite clear even from the title 
that the Human Person is at the center of events and news in this world 
even if the subject matter is technology. Of course, Jesus is the true 
center of the Universe. I plan on speaking about this encyclical letter at 
St. Joseph’s Workshop on June 7th, hopefully to help shed some light on 
an important effort of Pope Leo XIV.
