DECREE MANDATING THE CREATION OF THE HISPANIC 
COUNCIL OF ECCLESIAL MOVEMENTS  

AND COMMUNITIES  
 

We are pleased to inform our parish community that 
the Bishop of Bridgeport, Most Reverend Frank J. 
Caggiano, has issued an official decree mandaƟng the 
creaƟon of the Hispanic Council of Ecclesial Move-
ments and CommuniƟes of the Diocese of Bridgeport. 
This new diocesan consultaƟve body aims to foster commun-
ion in mission, evangelizaƟon, leadership formaƟon, and col-
laboraƟon among Hispanic ecclesial movements, communi-
Ɵes, prayer groups, and pastoral leaders. 
Key points of the decree: 

Nature: It is established as a diocesan consultaƟve body, 
disƟnct from the Diocesan Pastoral Council. 
Trial Period: Its statutes have been approved ad experi-
mentum for an iniƟal period of three years. 
EffecƟve Date: The decree was signed on May 3, 2026, 
and its provisions officially took effect on June 1, 2026. 
Languages: Both the English and Spanish texts of the 
Statutes are approved together as official. 

Let us join in prayer for the success of this new council, that it 
may strengthen unity and the missionary spirit of the Hispanic 
community throughout our diocese.

Idiomas: Los estatutos oficiales han sido aprobados tanto en 
inglés como en español con la misma validez.

PASTOR’S DESK 
Dear parishioners,  
 
In today's Gospel, Jesus shares his mission to proclaim the kingdom of heaven with his disciples. The 
signs of the kingdom's presence consist of the work that Jesus has already been doing: the sick are cured, 
lepers are cleansed, demons are driven out, and the dead are raised to life. The disciples are sent to  
continue doing the work that  Jesus has begun. This is a moment of 
transition in Matthew's Gospel. The focus has shifted from the min-
istry of Jesus to the work of the community that he has inaugurated. 
More than any other Gospel, Matthew's Gospel elaborates on the 
work of the Church, which is to continue after Jesus' death and res-
urrection. 
 
 

The Gospel reports that Jesus commissions twelve disciples. Many  
scholars believe that the twelve disciples symbolize the twelve 
tribes of Israel. It designates, therefore, continuity between Israel 
and the Church. 
 
 Matthew lists the names of the twelve disciples, as do Mark and 
Luke. Matthew also uses the word apostle when referring to the 
Twelve. The word apostle means "one who is sent." In this context, 
Matthew is calling attention to the mission that the twelve disciples 
are being given.  
They are sent by Jesus to proclaim the kingdom of heaven in 
As Jesus sent his disciples to continue his work and mission, so too 
the Church is sent by Jesus. The Church is his continuing presence 
on earth. Every member of the Church is sent by Jesus to contribute 
to this  mission.
