Hello everyone,

Savior and Redeemer, Jesus Christ, true God and true man, our great High Priest who saves us and
intercedes for us, we also look forward to tomorrow when we will celebrate His wonderful Mother, our
Mother too, the Blessed Virgin Mary and her Immaculate Conception.

The meaning of the title “Immaculate Conception”, which even Mary called herself when she
appeared to the youngster Bernadette at Lourdes, is that she was born without original sin by the
grace of God, the only one of us who received such a miraculous singular blessing.

It is interesting to note that football has taken that name by a term called, “the immaculate
reception”. That term is applied to only one play that occurred on December 23nd, 1972, which the
NFL—the National Football League—now calls the greatest play in its history. Briefly, the Pittsburgh
Steelers were losing 7-6 in a playoff game with only 22 seconds left in the game and it was 4™ down for
them. Their quarterback, the famous Terry Bradshaw, threw a desperation pass that bounced off the
helmet of the opposing player but ricocheted into the air and into the hands of Franco Harris, a Steeler
running back, who caught it full speed just before it hit the ground and raced into the end zone for a
game winning touchdown.

They named it the immaculate reception because it seemed so miraculous. Did those who
named it know about Mary and her Immaculate Conception? They must have!

Another football term that is used in practically every game from high school to the pros is
called the “Hail Mary”. That is when a team is so desperate it throws a very long pass to the end zone
into a group of receivers and defenders hoping for a miraculous catch by their team usually at the end
of the game or at the end of the first half.

Even though probably the players are non-Catholics, perhaps Muslim or Jewish or pagan, still
they hope for a miracle using the name of the Blessed Virgin Mary. Both these examples show
something of Mary’s influence! She is our greatest Intercessor after Jesus Himself, and even people
who inexplicably scoff at our devotion to our Blessed Mother unconsciously recognize the possibility
of her miraculous intercession on their behalf!

So, let us celebrate this Monday the great feast day of our Heavenly Mother Mary with joy and
love in our hearts. And let us continue to pray for one another as the intercessors that we are through
our Baptism.
