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Hello everyone, 
 On this fourth Sunday of Lent, Laetare Sunday, our Church tells us to rejoice because we are 
more than halfway through the penitential season and soon will be celebrating our greatest feast and 
season, Easter.  It is the homestretch of maintaining our personal Lenten sacrifices in the face of  
increasing temptations to stop.  Don’t give in!  Let’s continue to show our Lord God by our  
Lenten actions that we are truly sorry for our past sins and that we faithfully want to love Him, our 
Risen Lord, and our neighbor more and more.   

 Our Gospel this weekend is about the man born blind.  It is a good reminder to remember that 
we all have some blind spots in our quest to do good and avoid evil, which is another reason why we 
need to demonstrate our repentance this Lent. 

 Maybe the biggest blind spot some people have is refusing to believe in God.  For us who  
believe (God understands when some doubt creeps in during very difficult times), it is so hard to  
understand why others do not.  We must not avoid them, but like Jesus do our best to spend time with 
them and plant the seeds of belief into their hearts. 

 Recently I watched on TCM the film/documentary made in 1989 called, “For All Mankind”.  
Perhaps some of you watched it too.  It is about the landing on the moon with lots of footage  
combined with astronaut commentary.  It was about Apollo 11 which landed in July of 1969 and  
another Apollo which subsequently landed another year.  The title is an apt one. 

 For the footage—and the commentary about the footage by the astronauts—is filled with  
wonder and awe especially when it shows our planet Earth sitting (flying around the sun at 67,000 
miles an hour!!!) in space all by itself, nothing holding it up, extremely beautiful and wondrous and  
awe-inspiring.  How great is our Creator!  How wonderful He is to us all!! 

 How incredible is the human body!  How unique and fantastic is our planet Earth!  How  
awesome and ordered is the Universe!  How can anyone not believe in a Creator?   

 We must always keep in mind though, once again, of how blind we probably are; namely, to so 
much good we could have been involved in but failed to recognize, and how much bad we may have 
done over and over again in our ignorance and blindness.  We repent for all of that and more in this 
Lenten season.  Have mercy on me, O God, a sinner.  And thank you, Lord God, for your forgiveness!  
Help me not to wallow in my guilt but to be fully alive in You!!

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In 1882, against the backdrop of anti-Catholic 

sentiments, as well as industrialization and poor 
workplace safety provisions, Fr. Michael McGivney 
(now Blessed McGivney), then the twenty-nine year 
old assistant pastor of St. Mary’s Church in New  
Haven, CT, conceived the idea of forming a Catholic 
men’s fraternal group that would strengthen his male 
parishioners’ Faith, as well as provide financial  
support in times of need, especially for members’ 
widows and children. Dying at thirty-eight years of 
age in 1890, just a short eight years after founding the 
Knights of Columbus (KofC), Blessed McGivney’s 
recognition of the spiritual and temporal benefit of 
providing Catholic men with membership in such a 
fraternal organization as the one he founded surely 
was inspired! Still in existence today, one hundred 
forty-four years after its start in St. Mary’s Parish in 
CT, currently there are multitudes of KofC parish 
councils not only in all fifty states and in the District 
of Columbia, but also overseas, throughout the  
Universal Church, as well, earning the Knights the 
distinction of being—by far—the largest lay Catholic 
organization of its kind in the world!  

This week, when you spent time in the  
Eucharistic Presence of the Lord, if you are a member 
of the Knights, or a relative or friend of one, you 
might pray for Blessed McGivney’s canonization, as 
you thank the Lord for all the spiritual and material 
benefits you have received from the Knights—either 
directly or indirectly. If you are a Catholic man who 
is not yet a Knight, you might listen to the  
promptings of the Holy Spirit regarding whether He 
is calling you to join. If you are the spouse of a male 
parishioner who is not yet a Knight, you, too, might 
listen for the Holy Spirit’s voice to sense if He is  
calling you to encourage your husband or other male 
family members to join the Knights; likewise, you 
might ask the Lord if He would encourage you to join 
the women’s affiliated organization called the  
Columbiettes. Contact information about the St. Max 
parish Knights and Columbiettes can be found in the 
parish bulletin. If you sense that the Lord is offering 
you a chance to grow in your Faith and to put that 
Faith into action through any number of charitable 
works which the Knights and the Columbiettes  
undertake—or if you are looking for an outlet to 
wisely and enjoyably spend your free recreational 
time in wonderful comradery, please reach out to the 
contacts listed in the bulletin!
