From the Pastor’s Desk 
This Saturday, November 1, we celebrate the feast of All Saints, that is, all our predecessors in the 
faith who are in the heavenly realm.

Others had 
to really work for it after death in purgatory. Who are these? I don’t know but I pray that those that I 
know and love may be in that number, so they can make it to heaven.

As gold in the furnace, he proved them, and as 
sacrificial offerings he took them to himself.” That is our hope and our prayer for the souls in purga-
tory and for ourselves that God will take us to Himself into his Heavenly Kingdom to enjoy his heav-
enly delights.

Seasons Change But the Horizon Stands Firm 
Living as we do here in New Jersey, in the temperate zone of our 
hemisphere, we have the pleasure of seeing the various beauties of 
the changing seasons. The delicacy of spring blossoms into the rich-
ness of summer, which is followed by the variegated palette of au-
tumn and then mellows into the stillness of winter. This pageant of 
the landscape reminds us of the passing of time and also of the fra-
gility of our life. The seasons change without our permission, and 
we are reminded that however long we live amid the landscape that 
we see, “we have here no lasting home,” as the writer of the Letter 
to the Hebrews reminds us. That reminder should be taken to heart, 
for the landscape that we see, however much its appearance may 
change, is still the same landscape. The hills remain in place and the 
sky above them changes in appearance but does not move. There is 
something stable and permanent about the land that we see in spite 
of its shifting colors. Stable, but still alive and growing. There is a 
permanency amid the changes, just as there is a permanency amid 
the changes in our own life. Deep down within me, I am still the 
same “I” that I was as a child, as a youth, as a grown up, and that 
person was created to find unending peace and beauty in God’s 
love. That desire is embedded so deeply within me that nothing can 
uproot it, and amid the changing landscape and personal changes it 
is still there because God put it within me to draw me to Himself as 
steel to a magnet. Thinking about that, I realize that all changes ex-
ist for that one end: to bring me through all shifting seasons to the 
timelessness of God’s love.
